LOCAL STUDENTS WIN CHANCE TO QUALIFY FOR INTERNATIONAL CHEMISTRY OLYMPIAD

Five outstanding high school chemistry students from the Mid-Hudson section participated in the 2019 USNCO national exam at Mount Saint Mary College in April for a chance to qualify to become members of the U.S. National Chemistry Olympiad team.
